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YHWH’s Solar-Lunar Calendar-Genesis-Beresheeth1:14-17! Roman dates March 23, 2012–April 9, 2013  
Moladim-Astroomical New Moons & the Sunrise Start of the Biblical Day-Florida Based. Check your own local times! 
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1 The proper Rosh HaShana/Head of the Year is the 1st day of the 1st moon, Aviv, and not the 1st day of the 7th moon. That’s 6 moons late already. 
2 Pesach (Passover), beginning of Chag haMatzot (Feast of Unleavened Bread), beginning “between the evenings,” about the last quarter of the daytime hours of Aviv 14. 
3Aviv 15,1st day of Chag Matzot/Feast of Unleavened Bread, a weekly and an annual Shabbat 
4 Aviv 16, Feast of Firstfruits, not a Shabbat, the morning of Yahushua’s resurrection on the first day of the beginning of the counting the 50 days of the blessed omer, towards Chag 
Shavuot (The Feast of Weeks). 
5Aviv 21, the last day of Chag Matzot, an annual Shabbat, which is followed next day by the weekly Shabbat 
6 Chag Shavuot, the 50th day of the counting of the omer, which comes day 6 of the 3rd moon, an annual Shabbat. 
7 Fast of 4th moon, day 17, commemorating that Nevuchadnetsar’s troops made a breach in the defensive wall .around Yahrushalayim,586 Before the Common Error. 
8 Rosh Chodesh of moon 7, the only Rosh Chodesh that is an annual Shabbat, Yom Teruah/Feast of Trumpets, the day announcing the return of Yahushua HaMoshiach to remove 
s.a.tan as “prince of the power of the air” and to replace that rule with the restored Kingdom of Yisrael.  
9Fast of Gedalyahu, 7th moon 4th day, commemorating his murder by Yishmael when Nevuzaradan had left Gedalyahu in charge of those left in Yahrushalayim. 
10 Yom HaKippurim/Day of Atonements, in which we are to afflict our beings, traditionally by fasting, but the Word does not expressly say how, from the erev/going down of the sun on 
the 9th through the erev of the 10th. This is part of the preparation for Chag Sukkot/Feast of Tabernacles. 
11Moon 7 day 15, a weekly and annual Shabbat opening Chag Sukkot/Feast of Tabernacles. 
12Moon 7 day 22, a weekly and annual Shabbat immediately following Chag Sukkot, Shemini Atzeret. 
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The conjunction/molad in the Eastern Time zone for the USA is seen in the table below. The Rosh Chodesh is always the NEXT SUNRISE (not sunset) after the molad-astronomical conjunction. Every moon’s 4 weekly 7th day 
Shabbats will all be on the same Roman day that Rosh Chodesh-Astronomical New Moon Day falls on. Moladim& sunrise times for Rosh Chodeshim beginning on Roman 3/23/12 through 4/11/13 for Broward Co., Florida:

13Moon 9, day 25, 1st day of Chanukah, an 8-day celebration of the retaking and rededication of the House of Yahuwah. It was 8 days long to commemorate the Chag Sukkot and Shemini 
Atzeret that they couldn’t celebrate because of the Hellenistic oppression. 
14 Fast of the 10th moon, 10th day, commemorating the beginning of the siege of Yahrushalayim by Nevuchadnetsar in 586 Before the Common Error. 
15 The 13th moon is necessary in order, per Devarim/Deuteronomy 16:1, to guard both Aviv and Pesach, that they both be in the spring, after the tequfat-hashana/.turn of the year/vernal 
equinox and not in winter. Spring cannot begin in winter. A 13th month is added about every 3 years, based on the heavenly signs not the pre-calculations of the Jewish calendar. 
16 Fast of Hadassah/Esther, commemorating the fast she requested of the people through Mordechai before presenting a plea to save her people Yahudah from the plans of Haman ben 
Agag. 
17 Moon 12 (or moon 13 in 13-moon years), days 14 and 15, so as to include the weekly Shabbat in the observation of Purim, celebrating the victory that Yahuwah provided through the 
intervention of Queen Hadassah over Haman ben Agag and his forces, who wanted to annihilate the Jewish people of the Persian kingdom.
